ADULT FAITH FORMATION

Adult faith formation provided several new opportunities in 2009-2010 in addition to several ongoing options. Summer con-
tinued the God in Film Series and growing vegetables for our food pantry clients. With the onset of fall, we kicked off two-
tracks of RCIA, several Bible Studies, the Seniors Group, and the Couples Praying Together series. New in 2009, we added a
short 4-week fall course on the Second Vatican Council and an Advent fair. We also continued to offer training and formation
for liturgical ministers, STAND training for adults who work with children, as well as baptism, marriage, and adult confirmation
preparation. After the winter snows, we offered various Lenten activities, including Soup Dinners, presentations on “the His-

tory of the Mass” and “End of Life Issues”. Finally, in the Easter Season, we offered Discovering Christ.
